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(Acts 2:43) Everyone was filled with awe, and many wonders and miraculous signs were done by the 
apostles. 

 
Acts 2:22 (NLT)  “People of Israel, listen! God publicly endorsed Jesus the Nazarene by doing 
powerful miracles, wonders, and signs through him, as you well know. 
John 14:12 (NLT)  “I tell you the truth, anyone who believes in me will do the same works I 
have done, and even greater works, because I am going to be with the Father. 
• Miracles, wonders, signs = doors of opportunity; divine appointments; supernatural 

miracles; changed lives (God gets the glory) 

 
• God wants every Christ follower to reach their God given potential 
(Acts 5:12) The apostles performed many miraculous signs and wonders among the people. And all 
the believers used to meet together in Solomon’s Colonnade. 
• Christ follower: God wants to close the gap – YOU can change 
• Anything God asks us to do, He enables us to do 
(Acts 5:13-19) No one else dared join them, even though they were highly regarded by the people. 
Nevertheless, more and more men and women believed in the Lord and were added to their number. 
As a result, people brought the sick into the streets and laid them on beds and mats so that at least 
Peter’s shadow might fall on some of them as he passed by. Crowds gathered also from the towns 
around Jerusalem, bringing their sick and those tormented by evil spirits, and all of them were healed. 
Then the high priest and all his associates, who were members of the party of the Sadducees, were 
filled with jealousy. They arrested the apostles and put them in the public jail. But during the night an 
angel of the Lord opened the doors of the jail and brought them out. 



• God hasn’t forgotten you in your “difficult situation” 
(Acts 5:20-21) “Go, stand in the temple courts,” he said, “and tell the people the full message of this 
new life.” At daybreak they entered the temple courts, as they had been told, and began to teach the 
people. When the high priest and his associates arrived, they called together the Sanhedrin--the full 
assembly of the elders of Israel--and sent to the jail for the apostles. 

 
• God’s timing for me to obey-----------my timing to obey 
• The gap is caused by excuses 
Hebrews 3:7 (NLT) That is why the Holy Spirit says, “Today when you hear his voice, 
Hebrews 3:15 (NLT) Remember what it says: “Today when you hear his voice, don’t harden 
your hearts… 
Hebrews 4:7 (NLT)  … “Today when you hear his voice, don’t harden your hearts.” 
• When God speaks, step out and obey - NOW 
1. Go TODAY – expect God to use YOU to change lives 
2. Stand in a public place TODAY – go to the seekers and the unbelievers 

 
3. Share the gospel TODAY – Jesus can change anyone
